About the Scholastic Clay Target Program (SCTP):

A youth program administered by the Scholastic Shooting Sports Foundation (S3F) www.SSSFonline.org  In the shooting sports industry, youths are required to compete against adults in championship events, however the SCTP is the only program in the US that provides competitive championship events for youths only (youths competing against other youths).  

There are 3 disciplines: Sporting Clays, Trap, & Skeet  (The Shady Creek Claybuster Youth Team primarily practices the Sporting Clay discipline.)

About the Shady Creek Claybuster Youth Team:

We are a non-profit organization governed by a Board of Directors that raises funds for youths interested in the shooting sports.

The team will be provided certified coaches (NRA/USAS/CMP Certification) that train them on gun safety and marksmanship.

Our team consists of youths 18 yrs and under with the majority being Junior High & High School. 

The majority of the team members are amateur shooters and enjoy shooting together, traveling together, and working as a team together.
March through October the team practices almost every week, usually on Saturdays 

The team also participates in local and state sporting clay championship events
Communications about practices and team announcements are by email only.  We also have a website with a calendar of events.  You may also contact the head coach by phone. 

SHADY CREEK TEAM REQUIREMENTS:

1. 
THE #1 RULE ABOVE ALL OTHERS IS SAFETY.  YOU MUST THINK SAFE, ACT SAFE, AND BE SAFE AT ALL TIMES.  With safety comes fun.

2. 
Age Requirement: All school age youths in grades 12 and under
3. 
Team Practices: You must attend team practices wearing team uniform at Shady Creek on a regular basis to practice shooting in your squad as a team.  Minimum requirement is 2 practices a month.  All practices as a team are under adult supervision of an approved coach for safety and liability reasons. Any other time you shoot at Shady Creek or any other range, you are shooting on your own with no connection to the Shady Creek Claybuster Youth Team.

Team Meetings:  Attendance is mandatory to discuss important information regarding the team.  Usually once a month or as needed.
5. 
Competitive Events: You must commit to shooting at the State SCTP youth championship for the Sporting Clay discipline. You will shoot in a squad of three. You have to have a 12 ga or 20 ga to shoot in competitions.  Cost for the event is usually around $40 for 100 targets, plus your shells and transportation. In order to prepare for State, you must shoot at least 2 registered events at Shady Creek.

Hunter’s Safety Education: You must acquire your Hunter’s Safety Education Certificate this year.

Safety Rules: You must read and fully understand Shady Creek Club Safety rules.  You must wear ear and eye protection at all times.
8. 
Forms for youths to join the team:  Athlete Registration, Ethics Contract, & Medical Consent Form

9. 
SSSF Fee:  $15 annual fee
NSCA Fee: $20 annual fee to become a member of the National Sporting Clay Association in order to shoot in the competitive events.
10. Sponsorship: Only scheduled practices will qualify for sponsor support. If you want the benefits of sponsorship, you must actively participate in all team fundraising activities, or you may choose to pay full price for everything. Practices are usually half price of the range fees at Shady Creek when practicing under an approved team coach. Usually, once a month your range fees and shells for 50 targets will be sponsored at no cost only if you are attending minimum practice requirements stated above.  Sponsorship outside of Shady Creek is limited to sanctioned events only with BOD permission.
11. Building Squads: To add more squads to the team, there must be parent involvement.  The head coach will let you know at the team meetings what the team needs help with if you want to build another squad on the team.

Participant Character: Exhibit respect, good sportsmanship, commitment, responsibility, and team work.  HAVE FUN!
Note:  If you do not want to commit to the above you are welcome to come out to shoot with the youth team at full price anytime during their practices.

COACH REQUIREMENTS:
1. Safety: Ensure safe handling and use of firearms.

2. Forms for Coaches:  Read and fully understand the SCTP Coaches’ Guidelines, complete the Coach Registration Form, complete the “Double Goal” Coaches Course.
3. SSSF Fee: $25 annual fee that includes a background check, insurance coverage, and “Double Goal” Coaches Course.
4. Coach Team Practices: Willingness to conduct practices on a regular basis
5. Certification: Acquire coach certification according to the SCTP standards
6. Wear ear and eye protection at all times.
7. Have fun coaching the youth!
